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Today, there is no greater challenge than the energy challenge. The world’s appetite for energy is
undiminished- demand is growing in spite of higher prices. We are still relying on hydrocarbons
and the legacy of inefficient energy infrastructure commissioned in the middle of the last century.
We waste energy and are slow to exploit technological change. Most of all, we as individuals are
reluctant to embrace behavioral change.

So, what can we do about all this? Here are perhaps two options: we can wring our hands in
despair and await the destructive impact of nature as she copes with rising CO2 levels or we can
start taking practical steps to slow the increase of CO2 emissions, then stabilize and finally reduce
the levels.
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
